PURPOSE

The Clothing Bank (CB) was established to provide a supplemental source of clothing for the residents of the Pembroke Housing Authority and surrounding communities.

SCOPE


The CB is available to anyone without regards to race, sex, color, religion, national origin, disability, or familial status.  Community citizens may contribute to the CB by contributing clothing of good condition for all ages and sizes, infant to adult.

OPERATING PLAN

The clothing bank is housed within the Olivia Maynor Revels Community Building at 400 Locklear Street (Manor Manor).  Office hours are 2:00 p.m. through 6:00 p.m., each Tuesday and Thursday afternoon.  No appointment is necessary.

Families may visit the CB as frequently as their needs exist.  However, the Authority wishes to stress that resident use of this facility is a privilege and any resident determined to be deliberately abusing this facility will be banned from its use.

Contributions will be accepted during the following working hours at the Central Office, located in Locklear Court; and the Community Building, located in Maynor Manor.

COST

All costs associated with the operation of this CB will be born by the Authority.  There will be no costs passed on to the resident in any form.  Community contributions are welcome.

The Pembroke Housing Authority will keep oversight responsibility for the operation of this facility.  However, it may be possible for resident volunteers to operate this facility in accordance with the established policies of the Authority.
